Martha’s Vineyard is located 83 miles from Boston Logan International Airport and 6 miles off the coast of Cape Cod, MA. The Vineyard is accessible only by  plane or ferry. There are NO bridges or tunnels connecting Martha’s Vineyard to the mainland.


1. Flights to Martha’s Vineyard Airport (MVY)
Martha’s Vineyard  airport is primarily served by Cape Air and JetBlue.
Pro: Convenience of flying directly to Martha’s Vineyard. 
Challenge: Limited number of flights and carriers serving the the island.

2. Boston Logan International Airport (BOS) to New Bedford’s Passenger Terminal to Martha’s Vineyard
· Fly into BOS airport
· Take cab or uber directly to New Bedford Terminal (61 miles)
Pro : All major airlines serve Boston Logan. No rental car needed and able to go directly to passenger ferry. 
Challenge: Cost of cab or uber to New Bedford

3. Fly into Boston Logan International Airport (BOS) to Woods Hole, MA Ferry Car Terminal 
· Fly in to BOS Airport
· Rent car  (5 miles from airport)
· Drive from BOS to Woods Hole, MA Car Ferry Terminal (77 miles)
· Self Drive directions from Boston Logan International Airport to Woods Hole Terminal
· For those driving a car to the Island, the  only option is the Steamship Authority ferry departing Wood’s Hole, MA and requires a reservation. 
Pro : All major airlines serve Boston Logan and able to self-drive 
Challenge: Hassle with car rental and added expense, self-drive, reservations  and cost for ferry
